Information on the Notes  
On October 20, 2008, the International Securities Exchange (“ISE”) will begin trading 
Bank of America Corporation 1.625% Capital Protected Equity Performance Linked 
Securities “Index CYCLES”, due March 23, 2010, Linked to the Nikkei 225 Index.  
 
Priced at $1000 per note, the notes accrue interest at a fixed rate of 1.625% per annum. 
Interest will be paid on the 23rd of March and September each year, beginning 
September 23, 2006 and ending March 23, 2010. The sum of the semi-annual interest 
payments (Total Interest Percentage) that will pay over the term of the notes will equal 
6.50% of the principal amount of the notes.  
 
At maturity, per each note, investors will receive 100% of the Principal Amount and the 
Supplemental Redemption Amount. If the Average Index Return is less than or equal to 
the Total Interest Percentage (6.50%) than the Supplemental Redemption Amount will 
equal $0.00 If the Average Index Return is greater than the Total Interest Percentage 
(6.50%), than the Supplemental Redemption Amount will equal:
