Information on the Notes

Citigroup Funding Inc. (the “Issuer”) has issued Buffer Notes (“Notes”) based upon the iShares
MSCI Emerging Markets Index Fund (the “Index™). The Notes were priced at $10 each and
mature on May 7, 2010.

At maturity, for each $10.00 Note investors will receive:

(A) If the Final Fund Level is greater than or equal to the Initial Fund Level, $10 plus an
amount equal to the product of: (i) $10; (ii) the Fund Return Percentage; and (iii) the Upside
Participation Rate (300%). The payment at maturity cannot be greater than $13.30 (or a
maximum return of 33.00%) per Note.

(B) If the Final Fund Level is less than the Initial Fund Level by 15% or less, $10.00.

(C) If the Final Fund Level is less than the Initial Fund Level by more than 15%, $10 plus an
amount equal to the product of: (i) $10; and (ii) the Fund Return Percentage plus 15%.

If the Final Fund Level declines by more than 15% of the Initial Fund Level, the payment on
the maturity date will be less than the issue price of $10.

The Initial Fund Level equals 145.90. The Final Fund Level will be determined near the
maturity date.
